PLAYING THE CARD YOU ARE KNOWN NOT TO HAVE

The Rabbit recently attended an auction sale at
one of Britain’s stately bridge homes and he
brought back with him three yards of books and
eleven kilos of bridge magazines. Some of them
were in languages he didn’t know, Welsh or maybe
Cambodian, but most of them were in English and
they taught him a great deal. He liked especially
that brilliant defense in the 1975 Bermuda Bowl,
where West, sitting with #K 10, rises smoothly with
the king when South plays a trump towards
dummy’s #AQ. All the experts got it right, except
the one at the table, of course. Then there were
those fascinating coups in which both sides throw
aces away, underruff and confound each other by
playing cards that they cannot possibly have.

The Rabbit’s reading has had a profound effect
on his game. An example was .this hand which
came up in Wednesday’s match between the
Dinosaurs and the Pterodactyls.

The previous deal had been a throw-in. As so often
happens, this caused a hold-up while discussion
ranged over what might have been, how cleverly
Gavin the Goose would have bid and how prettily
Charlie the Chimp would have played, had every-
one not passed.

They were waiting for the board in the other
room and as I came in to fetch it, the Hog was just
taking the cards out of the South slot.

The Goose led the king of diamonds. Ruffing in
dummy the Hog could see at once that there was
no way of coming to eleven tricks without bringing
in the clubs. Meanwhile, he couldn’t afford even
one round of trumps for a club had to be led from
dummy and the King of spades would have a vital
role to play later as an entry. So, at trick two, he
called for the four of clubs. Going up with the
king, the Chimp gazed intently at G.G.’s two. With
two clubs he would have started a high-low signal.
Could he have three? That would leave declarer
with a singleton, which wouldn’t be consistent
with his play. No, loud and clear came the message:

The Goose can have no other club. Promptly the
Chimp returned the suit for the Goose to ruff.
Another diamond forced dummy again, but
thanks to his foresight in not touching trumps
prematurely, the Hog remained in control. After
a spade to the ace, he cashed his queen of clubs
and crossed to the king of spades to remove
East’s last trump. Dummy’s long club brought in
the eleventh trick. :
“Par for both sides,” said Gavin the Goose with

~a self-complacent smile. ““At the vulnerability it’s

just right for East-West to go two down to save
game and it’s just right for North-South to decline
the sacrifice. The timing of the play was perfect
and so was the defence. Identifying the two of
clubs as a singleton deserved a richer reward than
it received.”

Suddenly G.G.’s brow clouded. “If the Ptero-
dactyls bid the slam, they may well make it.
[ wonder . ..”

In the other room, where Papa and Karapet
faced the Rueful Rabbit and Colin the Corgi, the
bidding followed the same course. Like the Goose,
the Rabbit, West, led the king of diamonds against
Papa’s five spades, and like the Hog, Papa ruffed
and led at once a low club. Going up with the king,
the Corgi quickly recognised the two as a singleton
and returned the suit. At this point, however, the
play in the two rooms diverged. Without so much
as a glance at the ceiling, the Rabbit, instead of
ruffing, threw his ace of diamonds. Dummy’s
ace of clubs won the trick but the contract was
now doomed. If Papa drew two rounds of trumps
he would be short of an entry in dummy to set up
a long club and return to enjoy it. If he didn’t
draw trumps, or if he drew one round only, his
queen of clubs would be ruffed and that he couldn’t
afford.

“Why didn’t you ruff that second club with one
of your useless trumps?” cried Papa. “Were you by
any chance trying to defeat five no-trumps or did
you pull the wrong card, as usual? You must have
had some crazy reason.”

The Rabbit turned on him a look of cold dis-
dain. “It’s a situation which has come up before,”
he told him. *‘I remember distinctly seeing it in the
account of a match between two Italian cities,
Valmy and Valdemosa or it may have been Vala-
dolid; 1. forget which. West doesn’t ruff to create
the illusion that he has no trumps. Declarer’s
timing is upset while the trick comes back at once
for he takes a deep finesse and . . .”

“But there’s nothing to finesse,” fumed Papa,
“and I didn’t . . .”

“You should have done,” retorted the Rabbit.
“That’s what the Italians did. In both rooms,”
he added, clinching the argument.

“It was no doubt a variation on the original,”
admitted the Rabbit when we discussed his play -
later in the Griffins bar. “No two hands are exactly

alike, but it’s doing the unexpected that throws
them off balance. That'’s the secret. I'll lend you
those magazines some time. There’s a lot of good
stuff in them.”

. With six tricks in the bag, the Greek led the knave
of hearts. Rising with the ace, the Toucan attacked
spades. Papa played dummy’s ten on the two and
the Rabbit, without so much as a pause, went up
with the ace. With learned texts, copiously illus-
trated, before his mind’s eye, he had quickly
formed his plan. He unfolded it to me afterwards,
when [ asked him how it was that he had gone up
so promptly with the ace of spades. Was he in any

doubt about the king?

“Of course not,” said the Rabbit. “Timothy
wouldn't have led the two except from an honour.
Besides. he had to have that king to justify any
sort of bid. I knew that and Papa knew it and Papa
knew that I knew it. which proved that I couldn’t
have the knave for otherwise | would have played
it. Therefore. when I played my last club, my two
remaining cards would be the ¥Q9. Papa wouldn’t
need dummy’s spades any more and he would try
to endplay me in hearts and that’s when [ would
produce the knave of spades, the card | was known
not to have.” concluded the Rabbit triumphantly.

What happened was
rather different. On the thirteenth club Papa had
to hare dummy’s queen of spades and now the
knave. overtaken by the king. allowed the Toucan
to score the three of spades as the seventh trick
for the defence.

“Deception had nothing to do with it,” 1 told
the Rabbit. “Dummy was genuinely squeezed, but
only because vou won the first spade with the ace.
Ilad you taken it with the knave, the suit would
have been blocked. And where did you get that
endplay idea? The king of hearts was bare,so..."”

“No.no." the Rabbit shook his head, “there was
another card with it in the Tasmanian magazine,
but I see what you mean. What I didn’t allow for,”
he added ruefully, “was that there would only be
two cards left in the three-card ending. Even so,
it worked. didn’t it?” he concluded on a more
cheerful note.
